Listen and Hear His Voice


Deuteronomy 6:3  “O Israel, you should listen and be careful to do it, that it may be well with you and that you may multiply greatly, just as the Lord, the God of your fathers, has promised you, in a land flowing with milk and honey.”


Deuteronomy 7:12  “Then it shall come about, because you listen to these judgments and keep and do them, that the Lord your God will keep with you His covenant and His loving-kindness which He swore to your forefathers.”


Deuteronomy 8:20  “Like the nations that the Lord makes to perish before you, so you shall perish; because you would not listen to the voice of the Lord your God.”


Deuteronomy 9:23  “When the Lord sent you from Kadesh-barnea, saying, ‘Go up and possess the land which I have given you,’ then you rebelled against the command of the Lord your God; you neither believed Him nor listened to His voice.”


Deuteronomy 12:28  “Be careful to listen to all these words which I command you, so that it may be well with you and your sons after you forever, for you will be doing what is good and right in the sight of the Lord your God.


2 Kings 17:14  “However, they did not listen, but stiffened their neck like their fathers, who did not believe in the Lord their God.”


2 Kings 18:12  “...because they did not obey the voice of the Lord their God, but transgressed His covenant, even all that Moses the servant of the Lord commanded; they would neither listen nor do it.”


Psalm 78:1  “Listen, O my people, to my instruction;�Incline your ears to the words of my mouth.”
